Last years flypast was a total success and a delight to witness  despite the delays 
caused by the high winds on the day. Unfortunately, quite a few crews left the venue 
rather than wait, but those who persevered witnessed an awe inspiring spectacle of a   
Lancaster flying low over a former World War 2  airfield.
