All change again for Nottingham Classic route

If you have booked a lunch in Lincoln for this year’s Nottingham Classic
now is the time to cancel it. Unfortunately we have had to draw a line
under our plans to use Lincoln and move the route. Irreconcilable

differences with Lincolnshire Police mean we could not operate a
checkpoint in the centre of Lincoln. What is disturbing is the amount of
time Richard and I spent negotiating with every department in Lincoln
only to learn at this late stage that the Police have reservations about
running the event near people! in the City Centre. They want to impose
too many restrictions that makes it impossible to proceed so we really
had no option but to pull out.

The revised route will swing us over to the west with a deeper incursion
into the Derbyshire Dales but, we can confirm that narrow lanes with
overgrown verges will not be used. For two reasons, it can be dangerous
in summer when the verges are high visibility drops and in any case we
will be subject to a mandatory 20mph average speed on such lanes.

A bonus from the change of route is that we are able to offer another
new venue, our ‘halfway’ will be at Swanwick Junction, the Museum
and main platform area of the Midland Railway , our plan is to allow
sufficient time to take a train trip if participants wish and to have
enough time to have a good look round the place. Start and finish venue
at Papplewick Pumping Station remains the same.
